
	Change For The Better? Autumn 1 – Year 1  NAME OF SUBJECT Geography and Science
Seasonal and daily weather patterns in the UK
 


	Prior Knowledge
EYFS *Children are introduced to the 4 seasons and the basic weather associated with each season
*Children know different vocabulary related to weather (snow, ice, frost, hail, ETC)

	Prior Skills:
EYFS * Match pictures to a season
*Name basic weather matched to a season
*Use a wider range of vocabulary
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	Planned outcome: 
Children can describe a typical day for each season (length of daylight/typical weather) and can explain how animals and plants are affected by the season.


	Learning Journey – small steps in learning to meet the planned outcome 

1. Re-cap the names of the 4 seasons and be able to talk about the basic weather patterns we might see in each season.

2. What happens in Autumn? Weather The weather begins to get colder and wetter and the evenings and mornings become darker as the daylight hours get shorter. Plants the leaves on the trees start to change colour and fall off the trees. The fruit on trees is harvested eg. apples and pears, many plants have berries which the birds like to eat and conkers and acorns and other seeds can be found. Animals Animals and birds eat as much as they can to fatten up before winter. 

3. What happens in Winter? Weather In winter the weather is much colder. Sometimes frost, ice and snow can be seen. The darkness hours are long and the daylight hours are short. 
               Plants The trees no longer have any leaves. 
               Animals Some animals hibernate. 




4. What happens in Spring? Weather In spring the weather usually starts to get warmer although we still have rain showers and it is often windy. The mornings and evenings begin to get lighter as the daylight hours get longer.
               Plants Trees begin to grow their leaves, plants start to flower.
               Animals Young animals such as chicks and lambs are born.
 

5. What happens in Summer? Weather In summer the weather is usually warm and dry and sometimes hot. The daylight hours are long and the amount of darkness we have at night is short. Plants Trees have full grown leaves and flowers and plants grow quickly Animals There are more insects and birds and animals bring up their young whilst there is lots of food.
