What questions would you like to find out about the world? Children to write a question to find out more. 

LI: to be able to identify the world’s 7 continents using a world map, atlas or globe

Look at Earth – discuss how the Earth is a bit like a jigsaw and is made up of different parts Watch the first 30 seconds of the video on how the Earth’s crust is divided at https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=GYVS_Yh6dTk&feature=related
These parts are seven continents and show chn a map of the continents. These continents are large bodies of land. What continent do we live on? Looking at Google Earth look at the difference between countries and continents. Use a world map to look at the areas of land that make a continent. Children to label the continents on a map.

Step 2: 
Assessment - Think, Pair, Share – The names of the seven continents 
LI: to be able to identify the 5 oceans using a world map, atlas or globe
oceans - what is an ocean? 
Children to recognise that the water is split around the continents into oceans - there are five oceans. Show chn the map of the oceans - explain that the Earth is a sphere and use a globe to explain this e.g. how there are not two separate Pacific Oceans, even though it looks this way on a 2-D map- tell chn that the oceans are actually all connected and water and organisms in the oceans can move freely between them 
Highlight the irregular spelling of the word ‘ocean’ and remind chn that the names of the oceans always have capital letters because they are proper nouns / names of places.
What oceans are near us?
 Children to label their map from previous lesson with oceans, recognising how the oceans surround the continents

Step 3 
Assessment - Think, Pair, Share – The names of the five oceans 
LI: to create a simple map with basic symbols on a key
Question chn about prior knowledge of maps. What is a map? What different types of map are there? Why do we use maps? When might we use a map? Children discuss in partners and note examples of different types of maps they have encountered whiteboards, before – record ideas from the on sugar paper for display.
Why would someone exploring continents and oceans need to know how to use a map? 
 Show children a collection of different maps, discuss the audience and purpose of the maps and highlight the key features common to all maps (title, colour, map symbols, compass rose/direction, key or legend).

Children to create a map of (KS1/Classroom??) 

Step 4
Assessment:  Give chn a small piece of yellow paper and ask them to draw a house in the middle. – Ask them to draw a variety of different objects at compass directions around the house. E.g – Draw a dog, south of the house. 
LI: identify and use N S E W compass directions 

Where have children heard: north, south, east and west?
Using a world map, can you spot the words north, south, east and west? What does this mean? 
Why would someone travelling on a continent or ocean need a compass with directions? How would it help them when using a map?

Go outside and use compasses to find which way is north, south, east and west. Teacher to give instructions e.g. walk 3 steps north. With your partner can you give instructions to a location in the playground using NSEW? (Year 2 cross curricular link to maths work on fractions and position & direction).
Back in the classroom – complete the compass direction sheet. 



Step 5 – Return back to questions from step 1, can we answer them?
