	Prior Skills:

	Year 1-  
That malleable materials change when you apply pressure.
That malleable materials can be moulded to a desired shape.
That different tools can be used to change the shape of malleable material.


	Extensive experience manipulating playdough and malleable materials in EYFS.



	Planned outcome: 
· Record and explore ideas from first hand observation, experience and imagination  
· Explore the differences and similarities within the work of artists, crafts people and designers in different times and cultures
· Manipulate malleable materials in a variety of ways (play dough, salt dough and clay) – rolling, kneading and shaping to practice making vessels 
· Explore shape and form, designing and making products
· Design and make their own vase for a single flower with a simple decoration 
 

	Learning Journey – small steps in learning to meet the planned outcome 
Step 1:  https://www.bbc.co.uk/teach/class-clips-video/pshe-ks1-ks2-proud-to-be-a-potter/zvt8qp3 
Explain that this term we will be creating a jug/vase out of clay.
What is clay? Why do we use clay? Is clay a good material to make a jug/vase out of? Why? 
What is a jug/vase? Explore characteristics of use.
Show the children PPT about clay sculpture and show them the videos. Show children the different designs of Roman/Greek Pottery to give them inspiration. Focus on the shape of the jugs/vases and the sturdiness needed in particular. 
Discuss different design possibilities of different vases. 
Children to design their own vase, with decoration and labels. 
Step 2: 
Children to develop sculpting skills by using playdough to make a vase or jug. What techniques work best? How can you mould the playdough? Go through the tools slide of the sculpture power point with different ways you can use playdough.  Children to explore using playdough independently first. Then model creating a jug/vase out of clay. Children to explore the properties of the clay, understanding that adding water creates ‘slip’ and makes the clay ‘looser’ and that as the water dries, the clay becomes harder. 
Model different sculpting techniques to the children and do these alongside the children, allowing them to achieve different techniques. Model using the sculpting tools to create different patterns. 
Then model using coils to make a vase, then smoothing the coils and decorating.
Children to have a go at this themselves. 

Step 3 
Today children use the skills previously developed and use the clay to make their vase. Chn to refer back to design and note what you want it to look like. Go over what we have learnt in the different ways you can form and decorate your vase. Children to handle the clay to create vase, model using slip to join.  Explain that over time the clay will dry and when the clay dries we will be painting it.
Take pictures of the children’s finished sculpted designs.

Step 4
Explain that now the clay has dried it is hard and we are now able to decorate it. Why do we decorate/make designs on sculptures? Go back to our design, how are you going to use paint to achieve your design? Show example pictures of jugs/vases to give the children different ideas. Model carefully painting my own jug/vase. 

Children to paint their own jugs/vases and decorate with different patterns using paint. 
Take pictures of the children’s finished painted designs.

Step 5 
Now that the children have created and finished their jugs/vases, explain that we need to evaluate them. Model doing this with my own completed design by answering the following questions. 
What is good about my jug/vase? 
What would I change about my jug/vase? 
Do I think it is fit for purpose? Why? 
Who would I give my jug/vase to? Why? 
What did I find easy about designing/creating my jug/vase? 
What did I find hard? 

Have an art gallery where the children can walk around and look at each other’s finished creations before the children take them home.
